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Pastor’s Corner: The Ascension of Our Lord is one of the great solemnities of the Church’s calendar because it
recalls the historic event of the return of Our Lord to Heaven in His resurrected human body. This action of God in
human history has effects far beyond history. Christ is one Person in two natures, human and divine. Everything
Jesus did as a man was also an act of the eternal Son of God, since God entered into human history on the first
Christmas, became visible in the man Jesus. So, Jesus’ human love is the embodiment of the redeeming love of
God. Because Jesus’ human actions are also divine actions of the Son of God, He can fulfill God’s promise of
salvation in the tangible, real way intended by God. Salvation is not an idea, or a state of mind. Salvation is the
result of God’s work in the flesh [I John]. His triumph over sin and the grave is, likewise, in the flesh and real. His
saving actions, while done in time and space—born in Bethlehem, crucified and risen in Jerusalem—have a value
and an effect beyond time and space—1Jesus saved not just his contemporaries who were in Bethlehem at His birth
or those who were at His death and Resurrection in Jerusalem—His acts in the flesh are real actions of God, who
transcends time and space. So, the great mysteries of Jesus’ human life, His Passion, Death, Resurrection and
Ascension, have a real and long lasting effect for all humankind through all ages and in all places.

“Do not touch me”, Jesus told Mary Magdalene on the first Easter morning, “for I have not yet ascended to
my Father.” [John 20, 16]. Forty days after He rose from the dead in His human flesh, Jesus returned to the Father—
He ascended—in His human flesh. Saint Paul, tells us that since Jesus is not only a great man, but the new Adam
[Rom 5.18], every event in Jesus’ life affects and modifies the condition of our own life to the very depths of our
existence. Jesus is both creator and redeemer, or re-creator: He not only forgives sins by His death and
Resurrection, He recreates humankind. He destroys the power of sin and the grave by His submission to death on
the Cross, but snatches victory from it by His Resurrection from the dead. His Ascension to Heaven in His
resurrected human body renders this victory definitive: humankind enters into the life of the Trinity once and for all
in the Person of the Incarnate Son of God [Heb 9, 26; 10,10] Paul wrote, voicing the experience of the Apostles, which
becomes the faith of the early Church: “But God. . . even when we were dead by reason of our sins, brought us to
life together with Christ. . . and raised us up together, and seated us together in heaven in Christ Jesus.” [Eph 2, 4-6]

Jesus returned to the Father in His human flesh in order to send the Holy Spirit to guide His Church and to
continue His work transforming every human person in every generation and place: this is the beginning of our
personal glorification through Christ, who continues His work in His human flesh from heaven through the Holy
Spirit. His Ascension is His promise that we can gain eternity in the flesh by responding to Him in love in our daily
lives. He is the Head of the Church; we form the Body of the Church. Where the Head has gone, the Body hopes to
follow. Love Our Lord, be attentive to His Grace, for heaven awaits those who love Him.

For a better sense of the importance for us of the Ascension of Our Lord into Heaven, here are two excerpts
of sermons by Pope Saint Leo I and Saint Augustine:

“The days between the Lord’s resurrection and his ascension are not idle ones; in them great mysteries are
confirmed and others revealed.

“During these days the fear of death recedes as the immortality not only of the soul but also of the flesh is
made evident. During these days the Lord breathes forth his Holy Spirit on all the Apostles and in a special way
gives Peter the keys of the kingdom and the care of his flock.

“Throughout this whole period, therefore, beloved, God providently teaches the hearts of his own to
recognize the Lord Jesus to be as truly risen as he had been truly born and as he truly suffered and died. The
Apostles and all the disciples, so fearful about the Cross, so doubtful about the resurrection, are strengthened by
irresistible truth. . . As the disciples looked on, man was ascending beyond the angelic orders, beyond archangelic
heights. Having been united to God’s nature in his Son, man now shared in the Son’s glory at the Father’s
throne.” [Pope St. Leo the Great, On the Ascension]

“Christ descended from heaven out of mercy to us, and though he alone ascends, we also ascend, for we are
one with him through grace. We are not claiming for the Body, the Church, the dignity of the Head, Christ the Son,
but we are assured that the Body is inseparable from the Head.” [St. Augustine, On the Ascension of the Lord|

ST. JOHN'S IN THE NEWS:

DEDICATION OF THE CHURCH
OF ST. JOHN THE EVANGELIST,
MAY 30, 1886:

The New York Times, May 31, 1886: Stamford,
Conn., May 30. “The new Catholic Church of St. John
the Evangelist, at the junction of Atlantic and Bell
streets, was dedicated today with impressive ceremo-
nies. By 10 o’clock, the hour for the beginning of the
function, the new edifice, which has a seating capacity
of 1,600, was not only entirely occupied, but the congre-
gation overflowed into the vestibule and out on the
stoops. All the Catholics of Stamford, and they number
4,000, about one-fourth of the whole population, who
could be there were present. At. 10 o’clock the Right
Rev. Lawrence S. McMahon, Bishop of Hartford, with
his attendant ministers, emerged from the sanctuary and
walked in procession down the middle aisle to the door
and made a circuit of the exterior walls of the church,
the Bishop sprinkling them with holy water, while the
accompanying priests chanted the “Miserere.” Return-
ing, the interior walls were likewise blessed, and when
the altar was reached the litany of the saints was
chanted. At the pontifical High Mass which followed,
Bishop McMahon was celebrant. The sermon was
preached by the Rev. Ignatius F. Horstmann, Chancellor
of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia. After congratulating
the congregation and the Pastor upon the work now
completed, he reviewed briefly the history of the parish
and the labors of its former Pastors. He referred to the
edifice just completed as a proof of the vitality and ex-
pansive power of the Catholic Church, and of its being a
religion or works as well as of faith. In the evening, at
vespers, the Rev. Dr. McGlynn, of New York, preached,
and the church was crowded. In general style the new
edifice is said to resemble the Milan cathedral. The exte-
rior dimensions are 100 by 180 feet. The material used
is granite, quarried at Leites Island, near New Haven,
from which the stone used for the pedestal of the Statue
of Liberty came. The spire, which will not be built for
some time, will be 250 feet high, the tallest in the State.
The interior has 10 finely proportioned pillars, sur-
mounted by beautifully arched capitals, whence rise
graceful arcade arches. The sanctuary contains an altar
of sculptured Italian marble, standing 30 feet high, with
Mexican onyx pillars. Two transcripts have galleries
with a seating capacity of 300 each, and the lower floor
will seat 1,000 people. The pews and woodwork are of
carved oak. The stained glass windows are very beauti-
ful, and cost from $250 to $500 each. Over fifteen years
have been spent in the erection of the church, and its
cost is about $250,000. Of this amount, $50,000 remains
unpaid.”
